Points of Attention for Commercial legalization

1) The person coming to the embassy to apply for the legalization should sign the application and provide his/her passport and its copy. A power of attorney from the company that gives the right to do so is needed if he/she is not the director or the board member.
2) The application must be completed, especially the items of the documents you wish to legalize and the purpose of the documents to be used in China. 

3) The documents you want to legalize should be legalized first by Legalization Office of the Danish Foreign Ministry (MFA). The Address is Asiatisk Plads 2, DK-1448 Copenhagen K. Tel: 33920118; Fax: 33920138; Email: legalisering@um.dk. 
4) An extra copy of the documents you want to legalize, and background information (such as company’s broacher, or registration certificate, annual reports, and business plans in China, etc.) must be provided when you apply for the embassy’s file. 
5) Please note that this kind of legalization is not accepted by mail. However we can return it by mail on your request when applying. But a return envelop with address and enough stamps for recommended letter must be provided.
